ACMC EM Resident iPad Professionalism Agreement 
By accepting an iPad from ACMC EM Program I understand and agree to the following:

1. I am responsible for the repair of any iPad malfunction.  There is no long term warranty agreement for this device. ACMC EM is not responsible for repairing a malfunctioning iPad. . I may choose to purchase additional warranty and support coverage (Applecare) through Apple at my own expense.
2. I am responsible for replacing my iPad if it is lost, stolen, or destroyed.   I can choose not to replace my iPad, but ACMC EM will not give me another iPad.
3. I understand that my iPad does not have 3G capability. 

4. It is expected that upon completion of my residency training I will be able to keep my iPad.  However, if due to financial constraints the EM Program needs my iPad to give to the next incoming class, the Program Director has the right to take back my iPad on the first Tuesday in June of my EM3 year.   The Program Director will inform me whether or not I must forfeit my iPad as early as possible prior to June of my EM3 year.
5. If I leave the Program prior to successful completion of training, I must forfeit my iPad to the Program Director at the time of my last evaluation. 

6. By accepting an iPad from the ACMC EM program I agree to keep my duty hours up to date.  If the Program Coordinator and the Program Director get a notice of my noncompliance with duty hours for 20 days, I will forfeit my iPad within 24 hours to the Program Director until my duty hours are completed.  Failure to turn in my iPad will result in extra clinical shifts.

7. By accepting an iPad from the ACMC EM program I agree to keep my procedure log up to date.   If the Program Coordinator or the Program Director note that my procedure log is inadequate at my summer evaluation (less than 1/3 done at end of EM1 year, less than 2/3 done at end of EM2 year and less than complete at end of EM3 year), I will forfeit my iPad within 24 hours to the Program Director until my procedure log is updated to the Program Director’s satisfaction.  Failure to turn in my iPad will result in extra clinical shifts. 
8. By accepting an iPad from the ACMC EM program I agree to maintain an 80% conference attendance averaged over each 6 month evaluation period and be current with my asynchronous learning testing requirements.   If the Program Coordinator or the Program Director note that either my conference attendance or my asynchronous learning testing is inadequate at my 6 month evaluation, I will forfeit my iPad within 24 hours to the Program Director until my conference attendance increases to 100% for four continuous weeks and my asynchronous learning requirements have been completed to the Program Director’s satisfaction.  Failure to turn in my iPad will result in extra clinical shifts. 

9. By accepting an iPad from the ACMC EM program I agree to comply promptly with all requests for documentation from the Program Coordinator (surveys, safety tests, follow up logs, etc.)   If the Program Coordinator and the Program Director note noncompliance with a request for more than 20 days, I will forfeit my iPad within 24 hours to the Program Director until my documentation is completed. Failure to turn in my iPad will result in extra clinical shifts. 
10. I understand I am responsible for creating an iTunes account
to install apps on the device. Also, I am responsible for
any costs incurred from purchasing apps, music or videos.
